The University of Cambridge International Examinations (CIE), the Ministry of
Education, Singapore (MOE) and the Singapore Examinations and Assessment
Board (SEAB) are the joint examining authorities for the examinations except for
Mother Tongue Language subjects and subjects examined in Mother Tongue
Language, where SEAB is the examining authority.

The Singapore-Cambridge General Certificate of Education [Normal (Technical),
Normal (Academic), Ordinary Level and Advanced Level] Examinations are
administered by SEAB.

This document contains instructions that you need to know if you are sitting for
the GCE N(T)-Level, N(A)-Level, O-Level and / or A-Level Examinations.

By registering for the examination, you undertake, understand and comply with
the examination instructions and regulations in this booklet and in other
examination documents issued by SEAB; and accept the possible consequences
in the event that you breach the regulations.

SEAB may issue additional administrative or procedural instructions for the
conduct of specific examinations (e.g. written papers, coursework, oral, and
practical). You will be informed of the new or updated instructions through your
school. These new or updated instructions are part of the examination
instructions and regulations, and they take immediate effect unless specifically
stated.
