is administered by SEAB. 
 
1.3. All materials submitted for examination purposes (e.g. examination scripts, materials 

submitted for coursework, project work and research work) are deemed as examination 
materials and their rights shall be assigned to SEAB. 

 
1.4. Before registering for any examination subject(s), you are advised to read carefully the 

information contained herein. By registering for the examinations offered by SEAB, 
 

1.4.1. you agree to comply with all the examination instructions and regulations 
stipulated by SEAB. 

 
1.4.2. you shall assign your rights in the examination materials to SEAB, and 

acknowledge that SEAB may collect, use and disclose your data for the purpose 
of carrying out all functions and duties of the SEAB under the SEAB Act 2003. 

 
1.5. SEAB may issue additional instructions for the conduct of specific examinations (for 

example, written papers, coursework, oral, and practical) at any time leading up to the 
date of examination. Any new or updated instructions are part of the instructions & 
regulations and will take immediate effect unless specifically stated.

instructions will also be uploaded on the SEAB website at www.seab.gov.sg. If you have 
any questions, you should approach your school teachers for clarification.

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2. REGISTRATION  
You are required to register for your choice of examination subjects through your school.  

School candidates must not register as private candidates. If you have registered as a 
private candidate, your registration as a private candidate will be invalidated and any paid 
examinations fees will be forfeited. 

 
2.1 GCE A-LEVEL EXAMINATION  
 
You must be enrolled in one of the following academic levels to be eligible to sit for the GCE A-
Level Examination:

Pre-U1 • You may register for the Year-End H1 Mother Tongue Language (MTL) 
Examination if you had obtained B3 or better in GCE O-Level MTL. This 
is subject to approval by your school. 

JC1/Pre-U2 • Compulsory subjects: 
(a) Project Work (PW) 
(b) Year-End H1 MTL Examination; or 

Year-End MTL Syllabus B Examination if you had obtained at least 
D7 or below in GCE O-Level MTL or had offered MTL Syllabus B at 
GCE O-Level. 

 
• You are not required to sit for the H1 MTL Examination if you: 

o Are exempted from MTL; 
o Attained D7 or better in GCE O-Level Higher MTL; 
o Offer H2 Mother Tongue Languages & Literature (MTLL) at JC2; or 
o Offer H1 Non-Tamil Indian Languages (Bengali, Gujarati, Hindi, 

Punjabi and Urdu) or H1 Foreign Languages (French, German and 
Japanese) in lieu of MTL (subject to MOE approval). 

 
• [Only for Pre-U2 students] You may sit for the examination of ONE H1 

Content-based subject at the end of Pre-U2. However, you are not 
permitted to re-sit the same H1 content-based subject in Pre-U3. 

 
Note: 
• From the 2024 JC1/Pre-U2 cohort, PW will not be considered a H1 

subject but will continue to carry 1 AU. 
• You will need to produce an MOE letter of approval to be exempted 

from MTL. 
• Your school must inform SEAB that you are offering H2 MTLL at JC2 in 

order for you to be exempted from the H1 MTL Examination. 
• Once you have fulfilled the MTL requirement or if you have been 

exempted from MTL, you must count MTL as 1 Academic Unit (AU) as 
part of the 12 AU cap.

JC2/Pre-U3 • Compulsory subjects: 
(a) H1 General Paper (GP); or 

H2 Knowledge and Inquiry (KI) in lieu of H1 GP. (KI should be 
offered as one of four H2 subjects). [Note: From the 2024 JC1 
(i.e., 2025 JC2) cohort, H2 KI can no longer be offered in lieu of 
H1 GP. H2 KI should still be offered as one of four H2 subjects 
and will remain a contrasting subject for both Arts and Science 
students.] 

(b) Mid-Year H1 MTL Examination (if you opt to re-sit the subject); or 
Mid-Year MTL Syllabus B if you had obtained “Ungraded” in the 
Year-End MTL Syllabus B Examination during JC1 / Pre-U2 or 
“Ungraded” in the Year-End H1 MTL Examination during 
JC1/Pre-U2. 

 
• Curriculum Requirements: 

o You must offer at least FOUR content-based subjects by the 
end of JC2 / Pre-U3, of which THREE must be at the H2 
level. 

o You must sit for the H2 content-based subjects and 
H1 GP in one sitting in JC2 / Pre-U3. 

o You are not allowed to re-sit your H1 content-based subject if 
you had sat for the subject in JC1 / Pre-U2. 

o You are not allowed to offer the same subject at both H1 and 
H2 levels. 

o Your H3 subject(s) must be offered together with the 
corresponding subject(s) at the H2 level. Please approach your 
school’s H3 Coordinator or Examination Coordinator if you are 
unsure of the subject code or paper number to register for. 

o If you are repeating the GCE A-Level examination and wish to 
re-sit your H3 subject, you must submit your request through your 
school. 

 
• Contrasting Subject Requirement: 

o You are required to offer a contrasting subject at the H1 or H2 
level from either the ‘Humanities and the Arts’ or ‘Mathematics 
and Sciences’ subject groups, whichever is applicable. 

o H1 MTL and H1 Foreign Language (FL) cannot be offered as 
contrasting subjects. 

o H2 MTLL and H2 FL can be offered as contrasting subjects to the 
‘Mathematics and Science’ subjects. 

o You have fulfilled the contrasting subject requirement when you 
offer KI. 

 
• Important Notes: 

o You will offer 10 to 12 academic units (AU) of study where each 
H2 subject carries 2 AU, each H1 subject carries 1 AU, each H3 
subject carries 1 AU, and PW carries 1 AU. 

o The total number of AU should not exceed 12. If you wish to offer 
additional subjects (but not exceeding 12 AUs), please check with 
your school on the acceptable combination of subjects.

2.2 REGISTRATION PERIOD 
 
2.2.1 You must register through your school from 02 April (Tuesday) to 18 April 2024 

(Thursday). 
 

2.2.2 You are not allowed to amend your registration entries after 28 June 2024 (Friday). 
 

2.2.3 You are not allowed to drop the registered Mid-Year H1 MTL / MTL Syllabus B 
subject after the Mid-Year Written Examination. 
 

2.2.4 If you have registered to sit the GCE A-Level H1 Mother Tongue Language (MTL)/ 
Mother Tongue Language Syllabus B (MTLB) subjects during the Mid-Year 
Examinations, you may register to re-sit the H1 MTL/MTLB subjects during the 
Year-End Examinations. 
 
2.2.4.1 You will be advised on the registration period by your school after the GCE 

A-Level Mid-Year H1 MTL/MTL Syllabus B examination results are 
released in August 2024. 
 

2.2.4.2 If you have sat for the GCE A-Level Mid-Year H1 MTL Examination, you 
may register: 

 
a. to re-sit for the written papers during the GCE A-Level Year-End H1 

MTL Examination, provided that you were present for both Mid-Year 
H1 MTL Oral and Listening Comprehension1 or obtained E* for 
Oral/Aural for Mid-year H1 MTL Examination; or  

b. for the Year-End MTL Syllabus B sitting if you obtain “Ungraded” in the 
GCE A-Level Mid-Year H1 MTL Examination. 

 
2.2.4.3 If you have sat for the Mid-Year MTL Syllabus B Examination, you may re-

sit for this subject during the Year-End Examination after the Mid-Year 
MTL Syllabus B results are released. You must re-sit for all components 
(Listening Comprehension, Oral, and Written components) of the MTL 
Syllabus B subject at year-end sitting. 
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• You must sit for all the registered components of a subject, such as Oral, 
Listening Comprehension, Coursework, Practical and Written Papers.  
 

• An ‘Absent’ grade will be issued for the subject if you do not turn up for one or 
more components of the examination unless you have been granted exemption 
by SEAB for this/ these component(s).
